(FAA National Strike Database Serial Report #16):

A Over 16,000 incidents of adverse affect (damage, effect on flight) due to Wildlife
Strikes were reported to civil aircraft (2010 Report not yet published)

A Total indirect and direct costs for this timeframe are reported to exceed $400
million.

A The Report estimates that only 39% of Part 139 and 5% of General Aviation
aircraft report Strikes.

Since 1990 there have been a total of 209 injuries resulting from wildlife Strikes.
Since 1990, there have been a total of 23 fatalities attributed to wildlife Strikes
with US civil aircraft.

A The reported costs average $123 million per year but when costs are estimated
based on 80% of strikes that were not reported the cost could be as high as
$614 million per year
